CONVENTION REPORT

          Convention was pretty amiable. Sport horse withdrew 
the resolutions to split both the in hand and under saddle to 
work more on type and class specs. It was felt most of the 
problem is in judges being unsure what we want. There was 
a great presentation on the convention floor by an 
international judge about what TYPE is. The four corner 
stones had nothing to do with heads or tails etc. but with 
balance, athleticism etc. I kept thinking oh sport horse! It was 
pointed out that you could offer splits at your show using the 
same class codes.  
          The halter resolution was withdrawn as was the 
new pad rule . We will now give a full top ten at Nationals 
with money and points still being given as they are now. In 
saddle seat equitation switching of the top 4 riders’ horses 
will be allowed at the National level. 
USEF has allowed for the combination of Bute and 
Banamine under a veterinarians care in emergency 
situations. It requires 24 hour withdrawal and a drug report 
form. FEI in Denmark approved the use of Bute 24 hours out 
for FEI horses. Europe is expected to ban horse meat 
imports from the US due to the use of Bute. It stays forever 
stored in the Liver and Kidneys and can cause miscarriage in 
women. 
          I will be working with the Dressage committee and the 
new chair on my revamp of the old Dressage awards 
program which is modeled loosely after USDF. 
          Equine stress is working on language for how best to 
handle the problem of dead tails and also of bitting a horse 
with PCV pipe in its stall so that it will have a quiet mouth in 
its class. Think dental filling or root canal and you have the 
basic idea of tied with your mouth held agape. 
          Help is still needed for rescue and rehoming horses. 
You can contact caroldarnell@hotmail.com 
They are also looking for foster homes. It is suggested going 
onto petfinders.com or Craigs List to find some of these in 
distress horses. 
 

Arabian Horse Association National Convention  
November 18 – 21, 2009  

Reno, Nevada 
 
This year there were 334 delegates to convention, about the 
same as last year. Marilyn Weber and I arrived on 
Wednesday in time to attend the working session of the 
Sport Horse Committee. There was avid discussion 
regarding Resolutions #9, #10 and #11. Resolution #9, 
dealing with Sport Horse In Hand procedures, had two 
amendments and was eventually approved. Resolutions #10 
and #11dealing with Sport Horse In-Hand splits and Sport 
Horse Under Saddle Splits respectively, ran into difficulty, 
mainly because the resolutions were poorly written. Both 
resolutions were withdrawn by the committee and will 
probably be brought back again next year. The Plenary 
Session was also on Wednesday at which all resolutions 
were reviewed with the proponents.  
 
 
 
 

           
Thursday morning was the first General Session where a lot 
of officer’s reports were given and nominations for elected 
positions were opened from the floor and then closed. Of 
most interest was the President’s report where it was 
reported that AHA isn’t in the best of financial positions due 
to the economy, the previous erroneous reporting of AHA’s 
financial condition and the use of Sweepstakes funds for 
general purposes. When the errors were discovered early in 
the year, a plan was set in motion to return all monies to the 
Sweepstakes fund along with interest. The controller was 
fired and so was the auditing firm. Steps have been taken to 
see that this will not happen again. President Lance Walters 
did assure us that all Sweepstakes money that was 
scheduled to be paid out to exhibitors this year, did in fact 
get paid.  
Thursday afternoon committee meeting were held . It is 
during these committee meeting that resolutions are 
discussed, hashed about, sometimes heatedly, then 
amended if necessary and voted on by committee members. 
Usually, if a committee votes down a resolution, it will not 
pass by the delegates in general session, so the resolution 
are withdrawn. This was the case for resolution #10 and #11.  
 
Thursday evening was the Region XI caucus meeting. This 
was director Dave Waggoner’s last meeting as our new 
director is Angela O’Neill. A leather duffel bag was given to 
him as a thank you. It was also announced that Dave was 
elected to the Youth National Show Commission. We voted 
to give $250 to the Patrick Swayze/Lisa Nime Scholarship 
fund and $250 to the Arabian Horse Galleries. Next regional 
meeting will be February 14th, 2010 in Quincy, IL.  
Friday morning continued with committee meetings and in 
the afternoon was the second General Session where 
elections were held. Also, all resolutions were voted on and 
finished during this session.  
 
Saturday morning was our last General Session where the 
keynote speaker, Scott Benjamin, gave a very interesting 
talk on breeding. He would be an excellent speaker to get for 
an ARAB, Inc. event! Several more reports were given. Of 
great interest was the Arabian Horse Galleries which will be 
opening in Lexington, KY in 2010, and the announcement of 
the Patrick Swayze/Lisa Nime Scholarship fund for the 
performing arts. Both are looking for donations. For $1000, 
you can become a Patron of the Arabian Horse Galleries and 
recognized on the Donor Wall.
